Proposed Character

Proposed on the Highway Land Use

• Large existence of offices - to be retained with entire office developments being permitted.
• Mixed Use developments.
• Short-stay accommodation for university and professionals
• Smaller-scale residetnail units for students and single professionals
• Transition from Village Hub into Activity Centre being Hampden Road (QEII) and Broadway (UWA)

• Residential developments (with exception of residential fronting Stirling Highway. 
• Office permitted.
• Restaurant permitted
• Ground floor Shops, Cafes, Offices. 
• Mixed use developments with combinations of Office/Shop.
• Mixed use with Residential.

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On the Highway:

*Residential only

On the Highway (Commercial/Mixed Use) Provisions
Setbacks:
Front Setbacks:     Side Setbacks:       
Ground and 2nd floor:    Secondary Street:
• Minimum 3m     • Nil to Ground and 2nd floors
• Maximum 6m     •  3m to 3rd and 4th floors (if applicable)
3rd and 4th floors:    Adjoining another lot:
• Minimum 3m beyond ground   • All floors, Nil
  and 2nd floor setback.    

Rear Setbacks:    
With Laneway
• 1m
Without Laneway
• 5m

Heights - Without Residential Component:
• Maximum 3 storeys and 12m

Heights - With Residential Component:
• Maximum 4 storeys and 16m for lots with residential component of minimum two (2) 
  dwellings and a maximum of six (6) dwellings per 1000m² is proposed. 
• Rear setback to 4th storey component, 15m.

Off the Highway (Residential) Provisions

Car Parking:
• Design in accordance with Australian Standards.
With Laneway:
• To be accessed off rear laneway where applicable.
Without Laneway:
• Only visitor car parking permitted to front of development.
• Access off Stirling Highway to car parking at rear of property.    

Laneways:
• Width - 7m, Laneways marked on plan.
• Requirement to seal laneway prior to occupation
• Laneway to include trees of a minimum height of 2.4m - provided prior to occupation 
  and maintained by developer.
• Laneway to include bollard lighting to be integrated into the City’s lighting scheme. 

Land Use Notes:
Prohibited Land Uses:
• Showrooms
• Ground floor residential facing Stirling Highway.
Community Use:
• The existing City of Nedlands Library site has the potential for future redevelopment 
  with a Community based ise. The height limit for this site shall be 4 storeys with the 
  same setback requirements as stipulated for other 4 storey developments along the
  Highway. No other development provisions have been addressed.

Heights:
• Maximum 3 storeys and 10m
• 10m wall height

Other Notes:
• Development provisions to complement existing residential character off Stirling Highway.
